Opening Day Meeting of 2011-2012 was a Success!

November 17, 2011, kicked off the fourth year of VJA Fishing at Andrew High School! At
this meeting, Coach Bartgen passed out clothing order forms, talked about fundraising, and
outlined the season’s goals and events.

At the meeting, approximately 50 students, ranging from freshmen to seniors, attended.
This year, like in years past, students with various athletic, academic, personal, and social
interests attended, making this club truly unique. The VJA bass club is comprised of every
type of student imaginable, and Coach Bartgen prides himself in continuing a club that
meets the needs of ALL students.

Within the VJA fishing club there are two divisions: the novice division and the tournament
division.

2011 IHSA Sectionals—Wolf Lake

The Andrew bass club attended its third straight sectionals at Wolf Lake in Hegewisch,
lllinois, on April 21, 2011. As the boys arrived at Wolf Lake, they were greeted with 20 mile
per hour wind gusts, a high of 70 degrees, and an extreme cold front that hit half way
through the tournament, dropping the temperature to 45 degrees. As for fishing, slow is
only word used to describe the tournament. Grant Park came away with the victory, but
they were tested by a great field of many quality fishermen, including the T-Bolts.

Wolf Lake straddles the lllinois/Indiana border. Over the years, the lake's shoreline has
dramatically changed due to urban encroachment. Causeways for rail lines as well as dikes
have been built splitting the lake into smaller bodies of water. Slag from the steel mills has
been used to fill portions of the lake for development, and surrounding marshes have been
drained which caused the lake's water level to drop. Overall, though, the fishing is still very
good, producing many good largemouth bass and northern pike.




“Classic” Reflection

Andrew takes 1% Place in the D230 Tournament
Series

After 10 days of practice on the DesPlaines, some horrible weather, a couple dead batteries, a
cracked propeller, and a few fish in between, the VJA anglers took home 1% place in the
District 230 tournament series. After finishing tied for 12" place in the April 2" tournament
having not caught a fish, the VJA anglers were mildly discouraged, but their confidence did not
keep them down.

The second tournament of the year on April 9" was a great turnaround for VJA. The boys
finished in a respectable 3" place, weighing in 3 fish for 4.85 pounds. The 3" place finish in
the April 9" tournament placed VJA in the top half of the field going into the classic. This was a
much needed confidence boost prior to the biggest tournament of the year.

Once the first two tournaments concluded, the VJA anglers dedicated themselves to fishing the
river hard for one month to find spots that other teams were not fishing. During a pre-fishing
outing, the anglers came across a couple spots, and the fish were there. The student-anglers
and coaches crossed their fingers that the fish would still be holding on the same shorelines,
for the tournament was still 2 weeks away.

As the day approached, the team was optimistic that their pattern would hold up, and when the
boats launched and the anglers finally started fishing, on the boys’ second cast, the first keeper
was boated. About 20 minutes later, a second keeper was caught! From there, the boys put in
work and fishing slowed down. Nevertheless, the boys persevered by making cast after cast.
Coach Bartgen employed great strategy by spot-hopping, and this tactic paid off. Soon
enough, a 3" and 4™ keeper were boated, putting our boys 1 fish away from a championship.

As the tournament winded down, and there were only four fish in the livewell, Richie Wren tied
on a drop shot. No sooner did the bait hit the water, a fifth keeper latched on to his bait. After
a brief but stressful fight, the fish was in the boat.

Team after team weighed in their fish, and the VJA boys knew that a championship was a
possibility. Next up to weigh in was VJA, and the boys put up a gigantic mark, weighing in 5
fish for nearly 9.2 pounds and a big bass of 2.6 pounds. After all teams weighed in, VJA won
the 1% ever District 230 Classic Championship.

The second annual District 230 Bass Fishing Tournament Series will host 3 tournaments
again on the DesPlaines River in Channahon, lllinois. Last year, VJA won the classic, and
its sister school, Stagg, won angler of the year. Overall, many memories were made, fish
were caught, and fun was had.

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Fishing Tip #1: 3 Step Plan for Iciny Bass

Largemouth and smallmouth bass can be readily caught through the ice. They
are tremendous sport fish that are ridiculously strong under the ice. Your
favorite ponds and lakes that produce bluegill and crappie will also give up
largemouth in the same general areas.

If you want to ice more bass this winter, then you need my three-step plan — G
3 Holes + 3 Poles + 3 Different Jigs = Bass

Largemouth Bass

Shallow weedy bays are prime areas that hold largemouth bass. Bass will
roam the weed edges in search of an easy meal, so you need to drill your
three holes in and around the weed edges.

The easiest way to find weed edges is with and underwater camera. Marcum
makes probably the best camera in the VS560 because the camera lens itself
will rotate underwater. You can use the handheld remote to rotate the lens as
many degrees as you see fit. Once on the spot, you can set the camera to
automatically rotate or zero in on your jig.

A long time ago my good friend Chuck Thompson showed me the three-rod
technique. It's basically the same as in open water fishing where you use
several rods rigged with different style lures until you find the hot one. When
ice fishing, the bass will either be aggressive, interested or neutral. So I like
to have three ice rods rigged with three different jigs to reflect that.

To make fishing easier, I like Frabill Prowler GT dark flip-over tents to shield
from the wind and detect bites easier. Frabill also makes some quality bass
and walleye ice rod/reel combos. Their 30-inch medium-action Fin-S rods are

stiff enough to give your jigs a lot of action and still have enough backbone to w;r-"“"

land a three- to five-pound fish. &=
Aggressive fish want a big aggressive spoon. Vertiglow Tackle’s 1/8-ounce S p
Lightnin' Spoons work great when aggressively jigged. You need to jig your e — "’

rod violently and then pause for several seconds. The jigging motion will call
the bass in and they usually strike on the pause. el

Interested fish will come up and take a peek at the spoon, but then shy away.
If you are using a camera you will see this time and again, but if you have a
second rod rigged, now is the time to pull the first rod out of the hole and
drop down the next jig. For this technique I prefer a Custom Jigs & Spins
Demon size 4. You can jiggle the Demon a little less violently than the
Lightnin’ Spoon while raising and lowering you rod in six-inch increments.

For completely non-aggressive bass, it's time to pull out a size 6 Shrimpo. The
Shrimpo has a Finesse Plastic tail and is loaded with action. Just holding the
rod in your hand will cause the Shrimpo to quiver and a bass to strike!

Adding bait to these jigs is sometimes necessary. I'll use minnow heads, wax
worms or butter worms. I'll break the minnow a little longer past the head
and kind of "smoosh" it for added attraction. Minnow heads work nicely when
added to the Lightnin' Spoon and the big Demon. I'll use three or four wax
worms or butter worms sometimes also. One trick is to shred them with
another hook so that little pieces of tail quiver as you jig.
