COMMITTEE DISCUSSION

country. The committee thought of ideas on how to collaborate with the IADA and IPA to
address this issue in the upcoming months. Another idea is to strengthen the
relationships between schools and officials’ associations.

2. Set up Google docs for all state final sportsmanship committee members to type in the
school comments before leaving the site.

3. Create a guide for state final sportsmanship committee members to use on what's
acceptable and unacceptable. Before making any decisions, this committee will wait to
receive the feedback from the SAC members.

4. The committee reviewed the state final sportsmanship winners list from the Fall and Winter.
The committee discussed the merits of only naming 1 winner per class in a team bracketed
sport.

5. The committee discussed what tangible resources need to be made available to fans,
administrators, coaches and students. They also discussed the different formats to choose
from and the timeline the information that should be available. The committee will
continue to work on this project.
