2. The new Scoresheet, Rubric and Execution Descriptors will be launched for the 2021-22
school year. The new scoring instrument was put on hold during the pandemic.

ITEMS OF GENERAL DISCUSSION

1. The committee heard updates from ICCA, IHSCCO and CCOlI.

2. The committee reviewed the virtual competitive cheer state series. Knoblauch acknowledged
and thanked the sectional hosts and commended Buffalo Grove High School and their
administration for offering to host the Virtual State Final.

3. Submitted items from various post season coaches’ meetings were discuss.

4. The committee reviewed a recommendation to increase the number of contests from 6 to 7.
Knoblauch explained that this needs to be submitted in October for the IHSA Legislative
Commission to review for the 2022-23 school year.

5. Knoblauch explained that schools can continue with virtual competition in 2021-22 if they
wish. Schools can submit video for virtual competitions and attend an in-person competition
on the same date which would constitute 1 date of the maximum allowable dates.

6. The committee did not pass a proposal to set a minimum number of allowable “bench”
athletes to no more than four. This proposal was addressing the concern that some teams are
leaving some athletes on the bench so the team can max the required majority skills.

8. No action was taken on a proposal to reclassify a coed team as 1 male on the competition
floor.
